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1. Introduction

It is very likely that millions of businessmen spend a lot of time wondering 
which are the best places, industries and mechanisms to invest in. Multiple 
emerging markets destinations come across this dilemma and Latin America 
stands out between them. 

Latin America has shown surprising signs of change in the last two decades. 
When comparing some of the most important economic indicators from 
1993 to 2013, an important improvement is the most notorious fact: GDP 
per capita jumped from US$ 4,165 to USD$ 12,332, inflation decreased 
from 10.2 to 3.9, population with income of less than 1 dollar per day mo-
ved from 11.4% to 5.5%, foreign debt was reduced from 34.5% to 24.5% 
and finally, in terms of average GDP growth we saw a 2% improvement 
from 2% in 1980 to 4% in 2012.

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Latin America has a population of around 588 million that includes an  
expanding middle class with increasing purchasing power and is set to invest 
substantially in infrastructure projects in the near future. It therefore conti-
nues to provide export-focused German companies with a dynamic market 
for their products and bright business development prospects.

The Latin American mechanical engineering, energy, automotive, healthcare 
and mining sectors are of particular interest to German companies. In 2012, 
German goods worth over 32bn Euros were exported to Latin America 
and the Caribbean. Brazil, Mexico and Argentina continue to be the largest 
markets in this region. But there is also increasing potential in Colombia, 
Chile and Peru in particular.

Nevertheless, not all the positive expectations formulated in the past have 
been met. Certain countries are also beset by political and economic  
tensions, which could impact on the German economy’s business

opportunities. In contrast, other countries are characterised by increasingly 
pro-business attitudes and macroeconomic stability. Latin America is there-
fore a very multifaceted and heterogeneous market, also as far as the trade 
fair industry is concerned.

Despite generally high growth in Latin America - on average 3% accor-
ding to the International Monetary Fund (IMF) - growth in some of the  
larger markets stagnated or was lower than expected. For example, Brazil’s  
currency depreciated by 17% at the beginning of 2014 and its growth fore-
casts for 2014 were cut to 1.9 %. Only the sharp increase in government 
spending helped to balance out and reduce private-sector consumption. 
Likewise, Mexico did not meet expectations, recording only 1.2% growth in 
2013. Here, weaker demand highlighted the country’s dependency on the 
US market. Mexico’s current government is attempting to counteract this 
trend by undertaking extensive structural reforms, including in the ener-
gy sector. Argentina’s economic policy shift, including import and exchange 
controls, a devaluation of its currency by 23%, possible zero growth in 2014, 
and the looming prospect of the country defaulting for the second time 
within the last twelve years have had a negative impact on the economy and 
by extension on business sentiment.

Other Latin American countries, however, boasted 
steady growth and an improved economic envi-
ronment. The free trade agreements between the 
EU and Colombia, Peru and countries in Central  
America that came into effect in 2013 have signi-
ficantly improved market access, according to the 
Federation of German Industries (BDI). The Pacific 
Alliance between Chile, Colombia, Mexico and Peru, 
established in 2012, makes the development of new 
markets in the region easier as well. Furthermore, 
Germany concluded a natural resources agreement 
with Chile in 2013 and an intergovernmental agree-
ment with Peru in 2014 covering natural resources, 
industrial and technology cooperation. In light of the 
imminent peace accord with FARC rebels and its di-
rect access to both the Pacific and Atlantic, Colombia 
offers companies enhanced logistics opportunities 
to supply Latin American markets. Panama is also  
playing an important role in stimulating the Latin 
American economy by upgrading the Canal.
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Germany. German exhibitors in Latin America also need to be able to adapt 
their thinking if no reliable statistics about certain trade fairs are available 
for guidance. Optimum trade fair preparation and intensive follow-up acti-
vities are key to making a company’s participation at a trade fair a success. 
It should also not be forgotten that the economic environment in smal-
ler markets like Chile, Peru and Colombia provides companies with new  
prospects, which should be exploited.

I hope that this publication provides all readers with inspiration and useful 
ideas as well as new insights and should like to thank our partners, AFIDA 
and local global GmbH, for the fruitful working relationship and the initiative 
shown in publishing this pioneering guide.

Given this major growth potential in Latin America 
on the one hand and difficult market entry para-
meters in certain countries on the other, it is vital 
to mentor medium-sized businesses that are keen 
on exporting their products through the various  
phases of developing new markets. The Federal  
Ministry for Economic Affairs and Energy’s (BMWi) 
‘Trade Fairs Abroad’ programme is a key instrument 
in this endeavour. (See page 164 “Participation of

The Latin American trade fair market has made 
significant progress during the last few years. Local 
and international trade fair organisers have invested 
heavily, enabling export-focused companies that are 
interested in entering Latin American markets to  
select the right trade fair from the choice of general 
and specialist trade fairs.

Whilst the Latin American trade fair market is not 
homogeneous, it is characterised by a growing  
importance within the global trade fair industry. 
In certain respects the trade fair industry in Latin 
America is not yet up to Western European stan-
dards. For example, people in Latin America have 
a different sense of timekeeping and adherence to 
booth set-up deadlines than they do, for example, in 
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UFI has been delighted over the past several years to start to engage more 
fully with the exhibition industry in Latin America. We have had members 
in the region since the 1950s, but everyone is aware of how the major 
markets have boomed over the last decade and how the competitive land-
scape is changing among other countries. So, our ever closer relationship 
with AFIDA, the election of our first UFI President from Latin America and 
the formation of a lively new regional Chapter all mark important steps 
forward for us.

Our job at UFI is to facilitate that oppor-
tunity by bringing together the best network of top  
companies, local and multi-national, by providing

Thanks to Coface’s country risk expertise, 160 country evalu-
ations, drawn up on the basis of macroeconomic, financial and 
political data, are made freely available.

Regularly updated, they provide an estimate of the average 
credit risk on a country’s businesses. This is an invaluable tool, 
giving an indication of a country’s potential influence on busi-
nesses’ financial commitments.

With a view to assessing these environments, the majority of eva-
luations focus on countries’ liquidity and overall solvency.

In our view, the most important thing to know is:
•	 whether a company‘s accounts properly reflect the reality of 

their financial situation;
•	 whether in case of unpaid debts the local judicial system will 

provide equitable and effective settlement.

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Virtual stagnation

Growth is likely to be very weak in 2014. Household consumption, the 
driving force in the economy, together with public expenditure, will be at a 
standstill. Tight controls over imports, the frequent freezing of retail prices, 
and the struggle to obtain foreign currencies and regular electricity power 
cuts will drive down investment (20% of GDP) and industrial output (30% 
of GDP). Despite the restrained rate of growth forecast for Brazil, its main 
trading partner, taking 20% of its exports, its exports will increase mainly 
thanks to improved harvests (10% of GDP). As a result of declining imports, 
trade should help make a positive contribution to growth. There are conti-
nuing doubts on the accuracy of official output data, and therefore the rate 
of growth. The adoption of a new price index by the official statistical agency 
should however help reduce the differences between the official rate of in-
flation and those calculated by the university-based research centres, which 
are forecasting it to exceed 30%.

Continuing loose budget and monetary policies

The deficit in public finances will continue and will be compounded by the 
additional costs associated with the wage rises granted to the security forces 
at the end of 2013, and the possible extension of these to other categories. 
The reduction in the sizeable subsidies on energy and transport prices (5% 
of GDP) is hypothetical. The deficit is accompanied by public debt excee-
ding 45% of GDP. The deficit and the servicing of the debt generate a finan-
cing need estimated at 12% of GDP, funded mainly on the domestic market, 
and for nearly half by money creation, which explains the galloping inflation. 

The difficult financial position of the provinces is on 
top of that of the federal government. The provinces 
could be unable to repay their debts to the central 
government, on which they depend for a large part 
of their revenues. Despite income representing 40% 
of GDP, the level of public investment remains low 
because of the weight of current expenditure and 
debt servicing costs.

Weak external accounts

The surplus in foreign trade in goods has disap-
peared as a result of the widening energy import gap 
linked to a death of investment and the subsidies that 
are encouraging consumption. Exports, 57% compo-
sed of raw or processed agricultural products (soya, 
maize, wheat, sunflower oil, beef, meat, milk and fish) 
and 5% of precious metals are very dependent on 
the global economy, while exports of vehicles (13%) 
depend on Brazil’s economic cycle. The surplus can-
not offset the small, but growing, services deficit any 
more, and the substantial income deficit due to the 
repatriation of profits by foreign companies and in-
terest payments on foreign debt, half of it issued by 
the private sector. Capital outflows and withdrawals 
by private creditors exceed the level of foreign di-
rect investment, which is being deterred by the poor 
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business climate. These defi-
cits have resulted in a finan-
cing need estimated at 2% of 
GDP. It cannot be funded by 
borrowing on the internatio-
nal financial markets, except 
by paying prohibitive interest 
rates since the 2001 payment 
default. In order to try and li-
mit the resulting devaluation 
in the peso the authorities are 
finding themselves compelled 
both to use their currency re-
serves, which dropped from 

43 to 27 billion dollars between January 2013 and 
March 2014, and to apply currency and import con-
trols, which were introduced in November 2011 and 
have been tightened since. Alongside this has been 
the emergence of a parallel exchange rate that dif-
fers from the official rate by 50 - 60%. The authori-
ties, hoping to increase the level of confidence and 
restore access to foreign finance, have introduced a 
more realistic price index, re-established the relati-
onship with the creditors within the Paris Club and 
have agreed to compensate Repsol for the exprop-
riation of its YPF energy unit.

Limited policy change expected before the 2015 election

The October 2013 elections revealed the weakness of President Cristina 
Kirchner’s camp (Peronist- inspired left of centre), while allowing her to 
keep a majority in both chambers, insufficient however, to get a constitutio-
nal change adopted which would have allowed her stand for a third term in 
2015.  Until then, the government will continue to confront popular discon-
tent, expressed by powerful trade unions, over public services shortcomings 
and inflation, the impact of which can only be cushioned by those working 
in the declared economy, thanks to wage indexation, and will have a limited 
scope for action. A tightening of economic policy has however become a 
necessity in order to prevent any further acceleration in the depreciation of 
the peso, with its associated inflationary spiral of prices and wages, as well as 
to increase the country’s attractiveness for foreign businesses, essential for 
ensuring the development of its mineral and oil and gas resources.

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Sharp slowdown in growth

Growth will be weak in 2014. Domestic consumption, the longstanding dri-
ving force behind economic growth, is likely to disappoint. The creation of 
jobs has started slowing down. The supply of credit, the critical fuel for 
consumption, will fall as the banks become more circumspect and because 
of high household debt levels (debt servicing accounts for 21% of income), 
in the face of higher interest rates. Investment is likely to stall with the 
delaying of several major projects (concessions), with the elections sche-
duled for October 2014 inducing increased uncertainty among decision-
makers. Construction should continue to benefit from public financing of 
social housing and the completion of sports venues. Exports will feel the 
positive impact of any recovery in the United States (11% of exports) and 
a revival in the Eurozone (16%), but suffer from the recession in Argentina 
(8%) and the slowing of Chinese growth (17%). Oil exports will increase 
as production gets going from new oilfields. With raw material prices (50% 
of export sales and including iron, soya, cereals, coffee and sugar) stabilising, 
there is less chance of any significant growth in earnings. The depreciation 
of the real in 2013 will only help the price competitiveness of exports of 
manufactured goods, in sectors such as automotive, avionics, iron and steel, 
paper pulp, orange juice and meat products.

Will budgetary and monetary policies be tightened in 2015?

Given the deterioration in public sector accounts and the reservations 
among investors, a tightening in budgetary policy is likely for 2015 and will 
happen after the October 2014 elections. The people’s favourite remains 

President Dilma Rousseff of the Partido dos Tra-
balhadores, even though she lost ground following 
surveys in April-May, increasing the likelihood of a 
second round of voting. The government does how-
ever have to take into account the promises made 
at the time of the demonstrations in mid-2013 (in-
vestments in healthcare, public transport and edu-
cation). Current expenditure, the main element of 
the budget, with wages and social benefits indexed 
against inflation, continues to rise. On top of this, fol-
lowing the drought which has led to increased use of 
expensive thermal power stations as opposed to hy-
droelectric plant, and the delaying of the announced 
rise in electricity prices in 2015, the government will 
have to support the energy sector (subsidies should

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amount to approximately 
0.3% of GDP in 2014). Budge-
tary policy is therefore likely 
to be moderately expansive 
in 2014, with the primary 
surplus probably below the 
government’s target of 1.9% 
of GDP. This primary balan-
ce surplus will however help 
keep the public debt (mainly 
denominated in reals and thus 
with a low external percen-
tage) stable (at 67% of GDP 
for gross public debt, but 34% 

net). Unlike the budgetary policy, monetary policy 
has been used in the counter inflationary pressures 
(policy interest rate increased to 11% in April, a rise 
of 3.75 points in 1 year). The Central Bank has also 
acted on the currency markets to ease the depre-
ciation of the real, which contributed to the firming 
up of the Brazilian currency between February and 
May 2014, when it rose 8% against the dollar. The 
structural causes behind inflationary pressures will 
however restrict the effectiveness of this policy; in-
flation remains close to 6.5%, the upper limit of the 
target set by the Central Bank (2.5% - 6.5%). Whilst 

in the short term the Central Bank needs to pause in its cycle of interest 
rate rises, these inflationary pressures mean that a further tightening of 
monetary policy in 2015 is likely.

Solid external accounts, slight upturn in exports

The depreciation of the real in 2013 helped close the current account 
deficit, which will hold steady at 3.6 % of GDP in 2014. The trade surplus, in 
decline since 2008 and to the point of almost disappearing in 2013 (0.1% of 
GDP), has been restored to health with the gradual upturn in manufacturing 
exports, despite the low level of exports to Argentina, currently in recessi-
on. The deficit regarding services and income (tourism, dividends, interest) 
will remain. The current account deficit will be covered at 40% by direct 
foreign investments and the rest by foreign investments in Brazilian debt. 
The level of external debt stands at 33% of GDP. The proportion of public 
debtors (15%) has been sharply reduced in favour of the private sector. 
Servicing the debt, as well as the current deficit, is easily covered by foreign 
exchange reserves, currently at one and half years of imports.

Growth potential undermined by structural failings

Brazil has abundant resources and diversified industry, but these are hin-
dered by a lack of appropriate infrastructures and qualified labour, exces-
sive state interventionism and bureaucracy. These factors weigh heavily on 
the supply, with companies’ costs increasing faster than productivity, forcing 
them to raise prices and undermining their competitiveness. Protectionist 
and fiscal measures have been adopted with the aim of relieving these pres-
sures. The level of fiscal pressure however remains high (public expenditure 
accounts for 37.2% of GDP, a very high percentage for South America). 
The slowdown in consumption has increased the pressure on those indus-
tries and businesses that are dependent on it: electrical household goods, 
electronics, automobile, etc. The 2013 real depreciation also impacted on 
companies with increased levels of foreign currency debt.

Growth was strong in 2013, supported by gas exports and investment, 
and will remain dynamic in 2014, with vigorous domestic demand thanks 
to public spending (social programmes, wage rises, infrastructures) and 

higher gas prices. However, growth could dip due to 
lower oil prices and a fall in the price of exported 
primary products (gold, silver). Renegotiation of gas 
supply contracts with Brazil and Argentina could also 
weaken growth.

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Comfortable growth

Growth in 2014 will be similar to that of 2103, slightly below its potential of 
nearly 5%. Consumption (63% of GDP) will slow a little, as will investment 
(28%) but both will continue to grow steadily. On the other hand, trade’s 
contribution to growth will be less negative. Exports will accelerate due to 
increased copper production, while imports will slow - the peso’s deprecia-
tion discouraging households from buying imported goods and the slow-
down in mining investment accompanying that of capital goods purchases. 
Fiscal policy will remain neutral, while the Central Bank is likely to cut its key 
rate again given the low inflationary pressures. All sectors, services (60% of 
GDP), mining (20%), industry (15%) as well as agriculture and fish farming 
(5%) will benefit from this growth environment.

Economy exposed to external shocks but with sound public finances

With exports representing one third of GDP, of which primary products, 
either unprocessed or relatively unprocessed, (copper 50%, but also gold, 
silver, molybdenum, cellulose, fruit, fish and wine) account for 70% and a 
banking system 40% owned by foreign (mainly Spanish) institutions, Chile 
is very exposed to the global economy. China is its main customer (23% of 
sales) buying 35% of copper, followed by the European Union (15%), the 
United States(12%) and Japan(11%). The countries in the region absorb 
only 18% of exports. The trade balance is traditionally in surplus, with sales 
of raw materials exceeding purchases of intermediate products (especially 
oil) and capital goods. However, this surplus has fallen sharply since 2011 
with the drop in copper prices and is expected to stabilise at about 1.7% 

of GDP in 2014, before rising again with the deve-
lopment of mining activity and economic diversifi-
cation. However, despite tourism revenue, there is 
a slight services balance deficit (0.8% of GDP) due 
to freight costs. But this deficit is offset by transfers 
from emigrants. As for the income balance, there is 
a large deficit (5.6% of GDP) because of the scale 
of dividend repatriations by foreign companies, re-
sulting in a not inconsiderable current account deficit 
(3.9% of GDP). This deficit should be mitigated by 
the expected increase in income on Chilean direct 
investments abroad and by investments in foreign se-
curities by the sovereign fund and pension guarantee 
fund. The deficit is easily funded by borrowing abroad 
and foreign direct investments. The latter are, howe-
ver, irregular as they are generally linked to mining 
projects and in part offset by Chilean investments 
abroad. External debt is expected to be slightly up 
at 48% of GDP. Four fifths of it is long term and 80% 
incurred by the private sector.

Favourable business environment but tensions 
concerning education and the environment

Michelle Bachelet, already president from 2006 to 
2010, was re-elected at the end of 2013. Thanks to 
the majority held by his centre-left Nueva Mayoria 
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coalition in both chambers 
of Congress, his government 
aims to tackle the poor qua-
lity of primary and seconda-
ry education, introduce free 
higher education, create a 
public pension fund to rival 
the private one and improve 
pensions, and to increase the 
power of the unions in wage 
negotiations. To release the 
necessary resources without 
damaging the public finances, 
corporation tax will rise from 
20% to 25% and the exem-
ption of tax on undistributed 

profits will be abolished. The new revenue will re-
present 3% of GDP. In the longer term, the plan is 
to increase revenues derived from copper, currently 
2% of GDP. Consideration is being given to increa-
sing the resources of the national mining company, 
CODELCO. 

The President will have to assuage the population’s impatience over educa-
tion, the reduction of inequalities and environmental protection, while pur-
suing the construction of the road and energy infrastructures necessary for 
the development of mining and dealing with businesses and the centre right 
whose support will be necessary to her for modernising the constitution.

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Dynamic growth

After slowing slightly in 2013, growth will accelerate in 2014 to almost reach 
its potential (4.5%). Household consumption (62% of GDP) will remain  
dynamic, as will investment (23%). Exports of oil and agricultural products 
will grow but, as imports of capital goods needed for investment in mining 
will also increase, trade’s contribution to growth will remain negative. With 
parliamentary and presidential elections being held in the spring, fiscal policy 
will again be accommodating, while the central bank will have an opportu-
nity to cut its key rate given the weakness of inflationary pressures. Industry 
(13% of GDP), mining (9%), construction (8%) and services will benefit 
from this favourable environment. Agriculture (7%) would benefit more if 
its potential had not been reduced by the presence of armed groups in the 
countryside which has discouraged farmers from investing.

A low public deficit and declining debt

Thanks to the positive results of the state-owned enterprises, the public 
deficit is expected to amount to only 0.6% of GDP in 2014. The central 
government deficit (1.8%) is expected to fall gradually to 1% by 2022, in 
order to comply with the Balanced Budget Act. Accomplishing this should 
be easy, and the overall balance is likely to be achieved well before this. 
Public sector debt (38% of GDP) is expected to continue to fall. Nearly 
20% of this debt relates to the commitments of state-owned enterprises. 
Government debt is divided between the domestic market (60%) and the 
international market. This satisfactory state of the public finances has been 

achieved despite weak revenues (17 % of GDP). 
These weak resources and the authorities’ desire 
to improve fiscal ratios have resulted in low levels 
of public investment (3% of GDP) and the need to 
make use of private sector partnerships to develop 
the inadequate infrastructures.

A stable current account deficit funded by  
foreign investments but dependent on raw  
materials

The current account deficit has stabilised around 
3% of GDP, due to a trade surplus (1%) achieved 
thanks to oil (50% of exports), coal (15%), gold and 
coffee (each 5%). With sugar, commodities repre-
sent 80% of sales, 37% of which were to the United

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States. China and Venezuela  
absorb respectively 6% and 4%.  
Because of their compositi-
on, exports are highly sensiti-
ve to the state of the world 
economy. This sensitivity must, 
however, be seen in perspec-
tive because exports account 
for only 17% of GDP. On the 
other hand revenue exchanges 
are in deficit by 4%, reflecting 
the extent of dividend repat-
riations by foreign companies. 
The current account deficit 

is amply funded by massive foreign direct invest-
ments (4% of GDP), incidentally making it possible 
to beef up the foreign currency reserves covering 
7 months of imports. This funding, which does not 
lead to debt, explains why the country’s foreign 
debt represents only 22% of GDP, 60% of it issued 
by the public sector. Like tourism income, foreign 
direct investments are expected to increase as the 
security situation improves and as the infrastruc-
ture develops. However, though the level of foreign 
investment is pretty stable, investment flows are 
likely to slow if there is a fall in the price of the raw 
materials in which they are concentrated.

Negotiations with the FARC, popular discontent and elections

Negotiations between government representatives and the FARC are  
continuing in Havana with the support of the business world, Venezuela and, 
the much more measured support of the population. Two chapters - on 
land reform and on the FARC’s participation in the political process have 
been agreed in 2013. Other items on the agenda will probably remain in 
suspense in March and May 2014 during the legislative and presidential 
elections. The population is impatient, their impatience exacerbated by their 
discontent with the slow progress on housing, health, education, transport, 
justice and compensation for the losses suffered, particularly by peasants 
evicted from their land, during the civil war. In spite of this, President Santos 
and his Unidad Nacional coalition are expected to be re-elected for lack of 
plausible opponents. Even if re-elected with a parliamentary majority, Santos 
will still have to confront slow and, at times, corrupt administrative, judi-
cial and parliamentary procedures. Meanwhile, though coca cultivation and  
cocaine production have greatly declined, thanks to aerial chemical spraying, 
much criticised by farmers, local consumption of narcotics has increased. 
Finally, the FARC are not solely to blame for unrest in the countryside. The 
ELN, another guerrilla movement, and the BACRIM, criminal groups drawn 
from paramilitary organisations are not to be overlooked. The difficult  
geography (three high mountain ranges) makes them hard to eradicate.

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Recovery in 2014

After slowing sharply in 2013, the economy will benefit from a rebound in 
demand. Construction (6% of GDP) will benefit from reconstruction work 
after the two cyclones of 2013, and from renewed infrastructure work. 
Accelerating US growth, given the close economic ties, is expected to boost 
emigrants’ remittances, which will encourage consumption, particularly of 
services (65%), and increased industrial activity (30%), which, in turn, will 
boost investment. Given this recovery, on-going modest inflationary tensi-
ons and the expected tightening of US monetary policy, the Central Bank 
has warned that it is not intending to cut its key rate further (3.5% in Octo-
ber 2013). On the other hand, the government and Congress have agreed 
to increase the deficit slightly to counterbalance the recessionary impact of 
raising taxes.

Public accounts dependent on oil revenues

Fiscal revenues represent only 19% of GDP. Over a third derives from de-
ductions on the earnings of the national oil company, PEMEX. Reforms to 
make the labour market more flexible were adopted after Enrique Peña 
Nieto assumed the presidency in December 2012. These aim, in particular, 
to encourage businesses to declare their employees and pay the associated 
charges. With an informal job market affecting 40% of the economy, the 
stakes are high. The recent tax reform bill provides for a tax of 10% on 
capital gains and dividends, an increase in the maximum income tax rate 
from 30 to 35%, a reduction in tax advantages in the border states to the 

north and, finally, a tax on high fat foods and suga-
ry drinks. Income from these measures will remain 
modest: 1% of GDP. A reduction in oil dependen-
cy is linked with energy sector reform that is being 
adopted. Since 1938, the entire energy sector from 
production to distribution has been nationalised. 
While not wanting to move from public ownership, 
the government wants to involve (foreign) private 
companies in developing the sector so as to boost 
the continuous fall in output and be in a position to 
cut the deductions (60%) on PEMEX’s revenues. The 
scheme will take the form of licences, and profit- and 
output- sharing contracts. The recent growth in the 
deficit has pushed up public debt, to date contained 
and chiefly domestic.

Externally highly dependent on the  
United States

Trade is slightly in deficit. 78% of exports are sent 
to the United States and 22% of these comprise 
commodities (oil 16%, gold and silver 4%). 50% of 
manufacturing exports come from the assembly of 
imported components in the maquiladoras located 
in the north of the country. The automotive industry 
(5% of GDP, 15% of industrial output and 20% of 
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exports) is a perfect example. 
Next comes food products 
(7% of sales), then electro-
nic and electrical equipment, 
with, in particular telephony 
and household appliances. 
The services deficit amounts 
to 1% of GDP, with tourism 
revenue from the US covering 
only half the freight and insu-
rance expenditure associated 
with the exchange of goods. 
The revenue deficit (2.3%) 
is coming down gradually as 

investment returns and earnings of Mexican com-
panies abroad increase. The deficit is almost fully 
offset by transfers from Mexicans residing in the 
United States. Foreign investments, which are twice 
as high as Mexican investments abroad, cover the 
slight current account deficit and fuel reserves. The 
IMF’s $73 billion precautionary credit line provides 
an additional cushion.

Challenges for Nieto’s Administration

Without a majority in Congress, President Nieto and the centre-leaning 
Partido Revolucionario Institucional (PRI), together with the opposition  
parties, the Partido d’Acción Nacional (PAN) and the Partido de la Revolu-
ción Democrática (PRD), has launched the wide reform programme called 
“Pacto por Mexico”, aimed at tackling the country’s structural dysfunctions. 
After initial successes (labour market, telecommunications, education, tax, 
credit), Pena Nieto is now up against contradictory political agendas. The 
PAN, on the right, supported energy reform in exchange for reform of  
electoral law and party financing, intended to facilitate the forming of majo-
rities and reduce corruption. The PRD, on the left, refuses to countenance 
the opening of the energy market to private companies. Conflicts are mo-
reover appearing within the PRI, for whom the reforms sometimes challen-
ge the entrenched privileges built up over decades in power (1929 - 2000). 
To combat the crime and violence, reduce the poverty affecting 50% of the 
population, and also enforce and deepens reforms, the president will need 
to show himself to be the perfect negotiator.

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Growth still strong

Despite slowing down, growth remained lively in 2013. It is expected to  
accelerate slightly and to be close to its potential in 2014. Consumption (60% 
of GDP) and investment (30%) will be the main contributors to growth. 
Businesses, domestic or foreign, will increase their investments, particularly 
in mining and oil. Infrastructure spending will grow with greater use of priva-
te sector partnerships and the simplification of administrative procedures.
This will benefit the construction sector. Meanwhile, entry into production 
at several mines will lead to higher export revenues. This improvement will 
take place in a fairly accommodative monetary and fiscal framework. With 
inflation contained, the Central Bank could decide to reduce its reserves in 
soles deposits, while maintaining high dollar reserves in order to promo-
te borrowing in the local currency. Finally, with sound public accounts, the  
authorities will be able to increase their social spending

Balanced public accounts

A budget responsibility and transparency law has been in place since 1999. 
It has just been amended to include raw materials and the economic  
cycle when determining the maximum structural deficit of 1%. The text also  
provides for better control of provincial public finances. However, fiscal  
revenues represent only 16% of GDP. This weakness is partly explained 
by the size of the informal economy linked to the rigidity of the job mar-
ket, inefficient tax collection and numerous exemptions. With regard to 
spending, investments are poorly executed, often as a result of inadequate  

planning. Thanks to the surpluses achieved in recent 
years, public debt amounts to only 16% of GDP.  
By maintaining a primary surplus (i.e. without inte-
rest) it will be possible to continue bringing this down. 
The country has, moreover, a stabilisation fund, with a  
balance equivalent to 4% of GDP.

A current account deficit largely funded by  
foreign investments

After the dip in 2009, exports should benefit in 2010 
from stronger demand from Asia, especially sales of 
ores and also fish to China, now the country’s se-
cond trading partner behind the US. After the signing 
of a free trade agreement with the US in 2007, a 
new commercial agreement with China comes into 
force at the beginning of 2010. Another agreement 
was concluded with Canada and Singapore and ne-
gotiations are under way with Mexico and the EU. 
The recovery will nevertheless cause imports to rise 
even faster, especially of heavy equipment. A proba-
ble fall in remittances from expatriates and in tourist 
revenues, combined with an increase in repatriation 
of profits by foreign-owned companies, should spell 
a slight decline of the current account deficit, entirely 
covered, however, by new foreign direct investment.
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Moreover, repayments ahead 
of schedule of debt due 
to the “Paris Club” public  
creditors have contributed to 
reducing external debt and 
related service costs, so that 
debt ratios equal the best of 
the region. Also, a high level 
of foreign exchange reserves 
reduces the risk of a liquidi-
ty crisis and should contri-
bute to the stability of the  
Nuevo Sol in 2010. Besides, 

the banking system remains sound, despite a signi-
ficant dollarisation. 

Reconciling an environment favourable to 
investors and progress on social issues

President Ollanta Humala was elected in July 2011 
for a 5-year term on a left-wing programme, thanks 
especially to the vote of the indigenous Andean 
and Amazonian populations. While fulfilling some 
of his social promises, he assured businesses that 
he would maintain a business-friendly framework. 

However, the reforming zeal has evaporated and the results have not always 
been up to people’s expectations. Gana Peru, the presidential coalition does 
not have a majority in Congress, so it has to seek support from the centre 
ground, an increasingly difficult exercise. Water supply, sewerage and road 
infrastructures are still inadequate, particularly outside the towns. Levels of 
healthcare and education are unequal. Despite the success gained against 
the Shining Path, some hundreds of guerrillas are still sustaining themselves 
in the mountainous region of VRAEM (Valle de los Rios Apurimac, Ene y 
Mantaro). They are benefitting from the increase in coca production, which 
makes the country the world’s No 1 producer. The effectiveness of the 
administration, the police and the judicial system leave much to be desired, 
despite the reduction of corruption and wage rises. The challenge is to 
maintain strong growth to release the resources necessary for deepening 
the reforms. For this the country needs to retain the confidence of foreign 
investors while responding to social discontent. It is doing so mainly by 
dealing with people’s concerns over mining and hydroelectric development 
projects. In the longer term, diversification outside the mining sector (only 
14% of tax revenues, lack of jobs and added value) will depend on raising 
the population’s educational attainment.

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Recession and hyperinflation in an atmosphere  
of political and social tensions

After declining in 2013, growth will be replaced by recession in 2014.  
Despite the scale of social support and the price limits imposed on a num-
ber of consumer and durable goods, the relentless slowdown in private 
consumption will continue. With the ending of the election period, public 
expenditure will be cut back. The fall in investments by private companies 
will continue. The worsening political and social situation will not encoura-
ge households to spend, or companies, whether local or foreign, to invest. 
Inflation will remain at a very high level. This is being stoked by a shortage 
of certain goods (cars, health and hygiene products and basic foodstuffs) 
resulting from the inadequacies of the agricultural and industrial sectors and 
the difficulty in obtaining foreign currency for imports, as well as from the 
monetary financing of the public deficit.

High budget deficit funded by the creation of money

The budget deficit will remain significant, leading to a further rise in debt. 
Even though the majority of the deficit is being financed by the creation of 
money by the Central Bank, the rest is being borrowed from local banks. 
These are, moreover, required to lend to certain sectors, to allocate 5% of 
their profits to social programmes and to apply the interest rates as set 
by the government. Public expenditure, which includes the subsidies, most  
notably on fuel prices, accounting for one-third, will remain high. Against the-
se expenses, income, one-third of which comes from the operating earnings 

of the national oil operator PDVSA, falls well short. 
In addition, the funding by PDVSA of certain public 
expenditure, mainly of a social nature, works to hide 
the true reality of public finances. To get a better idea 
of the level of public debt, part of the debt held by 
PDVSA also needs to be included in this. The use

Declining current account 
surplus that can no longer 
cover capital outflows

The current account surplus 
is in steep decline. Oil exports 

(90% of all exports) are declining as a result of incre-
ased domestic consumption and the slow falling-off 
in production. Against this, the controls on foreign 
exchange and trade flows are not preventing the 
enormous scale of imports of consumer goods and 
durables, as well as of refined oil products, a direct 
consequence of the pitiful state of the non-oil sector 
and the lack of refining capacity. Payments to foreign 
service providers, both for extraction and shipment, 
are expensive. Any increase in oil production in the 
Orinoco Belt and the development of offshore gas 
fields in cooperation with Trinidad will require even 

greater use of foreign partners. Whilst new foreign direct investments are 
much reduced, foreign involvement in the oil and gas partnership compa-
nies implies the repatriation of profits. Lastly, despite the strict currency 
controls, there is a large-scale leaking of capital facilitated by the extent of 
corruption and encouraged by the financial repression and expectations 
of inflation. The bond issues by PDVSA on the international market and 
recourse to bilateral loans (China, Russia) are not enough to achieve the 
balance of payments, such that the country has to use its reserves which 
are now much reduced. The fall in the price of gold, which forms the main 
part, has also had an impact.

Very difficult business environment

The April 2013 Presidential election was won by a narrow margin by  
Nicolas Maduro, the PSUV (Partido Socialista Unido de Venezuela) candi-
date and former Vice-President to the late Hugo Chavez. However, at the 
beginning of 2014 there were demonstrations by students in the west of 
the country against the high level of crime. The hard repression of these, 
resulting in a number of deaths and a large number of arrests, lead to radica-
lisation and the spread of the movement to other regions and other groups 
of the population also dissatisfied with the shortages, corruption, nepotism, 
patronage and control being exerted by the government over the media. 
Part of the political opposition is supporting the movement. The authorities 
are counting on the support of its popular electoral base, who have bene-
fited from the reduction in extreme poverty, improvements in health and  
hygiene, and increased employment in the public sector, as part of the “Boli-

Torres del Centro Simón Bolívar, Caracas
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varian revolution”. The outcome of the protest movement is uncertain given 
that the opposition is not united and that dissensions could appear among 
the supporters of the President, who lacks the charisma of his predecessor. 
The uncertainty will continue until at the earliest the legislatives elections in 
September 2015, and especially for companies. The threat of nationalisation, 
the rationing of imports and the controls on prices and margins, with the 
intervention of the army inside stores, remain current issues. Suppliers, both 
foreign and local, to the State and the oil sector are reporting significant 
delays in payment. Importers are finding it extremely difficult to get hold 
of currency to pay their suppliers, even though they have had to obtain 
prior permission to import. Locally based foreign-owned companies are  
experiencing the same problems when it comes to repatriating their profits. 
With hyperinflation, currency controls and the flow away from the boli-
var, there is an enormous gap between the official exchange rate, totally  
anomalous despite the occasional devaluations, and that offered on the 
parallel market. The essential goods that can be imported at the official rate 
are then subject to intense racketeering that increases the shortages.

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Launch of the report Foreign  
Direct Investment in Latin America

FDI towards the region has grown steadily since 2003, with the exception of 
2006 and 2009, although in proportion to the size of the economies it has 
remained practically stable since 2011. This growth has been sustained by 
an increase in domestic demand and high prices for commodities exports.

In the last two years, the economic expansion has slowed and metal prices 
have fallen, which is why ECLAC forecasts that FDI flows will diminish slight-
ly in 2014. Despite this, the organization notes that transnational companies 
still show great interest in the region‘s long-term growth in consumption 
and in the exploitation of natural resources.

According to the study, 82% of FDI flows go to the region‘s six biggest eco-
nomies, although in relative terms they have more impact in smaller nations, 
especially those of the Caribbean. Brazil receives 35% of the FDI that comes 
to Latin America and the Caribbean: in 2013 the country attracted 64.046 
billion dollars, slightly below the level seen in 2012. Mexico is the second-
biggest recipient with 38.286 billion dollars in 2013, which was double the

Global FDI flows climbed 11% in 2013 from the  
previous year, and Latin American and Caribbean 
participation in the world‘s total stayed at 13 %, said 
the report Foreign Direct Investment in Latin 
America and the Caribbean 2013, presented on 
May 29th, 2014 at the United Nations organization‘s 
headquarters in Santiago, Chile.

amount received in 2012 thanks to Anheuser-Busch Inbev‘s acquisition of 
the Modelo beer company for 13.249 billion dollars.

In 2013, the countries that received less foreign direct investment were 
Chile (-29%), Argentina (-25%) and Peru (-17%), while flows increased sig-
nificantly to Panama (61%) and Bolivia (35%). Central America drew 21% 
more FDI than in 2012 while the Caribbean registered a 19% decline (due 
to a specific operation in the Dominican Republic).

„In the last decade, foreign direct investment in Latin America and the  
Caribbean has multiplied by four, but it is necessary to analyze its role in 
terms of achieving structural change for equality. We believe this income 
should be part of the production diversification processes that the region‘s 
countries are carrying out,“ said ECLAC‘s Executive Secretary, Alicia Bár-
cena.

According to the organization‘s top representative, „investment in sectors 
with high technological content has a greater possibility of generating positi-
ve impacts in the local economy, but it is equally important for transnational 
businesses to establish links and productive chains with local companies.“

The average profitability of transnational companies in the region dropped 
below 6%, its lowest level in a decade, mainly due to the decline in prices 
for some commodities exports. Despite that, these companies‘ total profits 
rose to 111.662 billion dollars in 2013. These earnings, the report warns, 
represent a negative flow that affects the region‘s current account deficit.

With respect to the sectors 
that receive flows, ECLAC‘s 
study does not show evi-
dence of significant change. 
In 2013, the service sector 
attracted 38% of the total, 
manufacturing 36% and na-
tural resources 26%. Euro-
pe as a region led the list 
of main investors in 2013: 
both in Brazil and Mexico it 
accounted for about half of 
FDI flows. The United States, 
for its part, continues to be 
the biggest single investor.

Direct investment coming from Asia remained stable 
in 2013, with Japan topping the ranking. FDI from 
China is difficult to track in official statistics, ECLAC 
says, but estimates indicate that since 2010 this  
country invests about 10 billion dollars per year 
throughout the region. 
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In 2013, investments by Latin American transnatio-
nal corporations, known as translatinas, fell 33% to 
31.611 billion dollars. Nevertheless, these firms con-
tinue to show great dynamism, the report stresses.

The 50 biggest translatina companies originate in 
Mexico (16), Brazil (14), Chile (11), Colombia (6), 
Argentina (2) and Venezuela (1). These firms have 
become internationalized in basic industries (energy, 
mining, cement, cellulose, iron and steel), manufac-
turing of products of mass consumption (food and 
beverages), and some services (electrical power, tele-
communications, air transport and retail sales).

Finally, the study analyzes some effects of FDI on em-
ployment, both in terms of quantity and quality of 
the jobs created.

One initial finding is that the contribution of multi-
national companies to job creation in the region is  
secondary. Between 2003 and 2013 they contri-
buted more to the creation of direct jobs than in 
the past because 60% of the FDI was focused on 
projects aimed at expanding production capacity. 
Nevertheless, it is estimated that they accounted for 
no more than 5% of net job creation in the region 
during that period.

According to ECLAC, it is necessary for policies on FDI to be part of the 
efforts to diversify production that many nations in the region are carrying 
out, and for the strategies of transnational companies to be compatible with 
the development goals of the countries receiving the foreign direct invest-
ment. As a result, countries should move quickly to develop institutional 
resources and policies to attract FDI towards those sectors they consider a 
priority in their plans for productive transformation. In this way, transnational 
corporations could be better integrated into the local productive fabric.

•	 Regardless of the classification in 3 major blocks, 
AFIDA is aware that Latin America is a huge re-
gion with many different realities and exhibition 
behaviors in each country. Our only intention is 
to offer a better understanding of the region. 

•	 It is not possible to generalize about the deve-
lopment conditions of the exhibition industry in 
a country, neither to say that if a trade show is 
located in the third group of countries, that ex-
hibition does not offer reliable conditions for its 
clients. Alongside, it is not appropriate to conclu-
de that if an exhibition that is held in the first 
group of countries (markets with a higher degree 
of development), it will for sure provide the best 
qualifications in the 10 elements of the ¨maturity 
matrix¨. 

•	 Each country, trade show, exhibition organizer 
company, venue center or service provider de-
serves to be analyzed in detail. 

•	 Our statistical study is based on approx.1,500 web pages of exhibition 
organizers and venues, published and obtained during the period of June 
and September 2014 and it corresponds to the trade show calendar of 
2014, 2015 and 2016. 

•	 It is still not common in Latin America to provide information on the 
next exhibition edition with a long time of anticipation, hence most of 
the trade shows for 2015 and 2016 have not set a date yet.  We recom-
mend constantly checking on the exhibition web page to be informed 
about the next edition details. 

•	 AFIDA is aware that the information we obtained during the 3 months 
investigation period, may be different from the current information pro-
vided in the same web pages.

1. The Importance of Trade Associations in the  
Regional Exhibition Activity

•	 The power of the Trade Associations in the  
regional exhibition market is very strong. 

•	 In countries like Argentina (37%), Chile (31%), 
Colombia (32%), Costa Rica (46%), El Salvador 
(36%), Guatemala (60%), Honduras (60%) and 
Nicaragua(50%), these type of institutions are the 
largest exhibition organizers followed by the tra-
ditional exhibition organizers. 

•	 In countries like Bolivia (33%), Brazil (45%),

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What are some of the regional differences in 
exhibitions that an organizer should take into 
consideration in LATAM?

•	 Business relations are based on trust and long-term processes: be patient.

•	 Dynamic region in terms of economic cycles that affect the exhibition activity.

•	 Exhibitions can be held in places that are not well equipped for the exhibition activity (only 50% of the facilities used to hold 
exhibitions are convention centers or structured exhibition venues).

•	 A very important and crucial role of trade and business associations as partners of the major and specialized exhibition 
organizers or their role as ¨solo¨ organizers in a show.

•	 A huge continent with a population of 600 million and strongly heterogeneous markets has not just one culture – each case 
needs to be analysed in detail.

•	 A foreigner needs to know his potential partners very well in addition to their cultural, economic and social backgrounds.

•	 Like in other international markets, it is vital to have a local partner who can be trusted at the location.

•	 Another, highly specific feature of Latin American trade show culture is the strong relevance of consumer shows.  
Although specialised trade shows are a big trend, there is still a large number of consumer fairs and mixed B2B/B2C events.
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The opportunities in Brazil have been well 
documented. Where and what other exhibition 
opportunities should organizers know about?

•	 Considering the overall good economic perspectives of the region and the increasing purchasing power of a  
growing middle class, there are plenty of exhibition opportunities in the LATAM market and it is not easy to choose  
only a few cities or countries that potential investors/buyers should be aware of.

•	 Based on the MATRIX of Exhibition Development: (presence of well-established service providers, number of events, 
adequate infrastructure, governmental support to the industry, innovative business models, connectivity, multicultural staff, 
strong exhibition organizers, among others), Brazil, Mexico and Colombia would be the best scenarios, followed by Chile and 
Peru. 

•	 Latin America is a very heterogeneous market and you cannot talk about only one reality in the region, much less in a 
country. 

•	 Argentina is a special case as the exhibition industry has achieved a very professional level, especially in Buenos Aires, but the 
country is undergoing a tough economic situation that currently dispels potential investors and organizers. 
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What would surprise the exhibition industry the most 
about Latin America?

•	 One of the most surprising factors is that the use of infrastructure can be a real pain in cities with great economic 
and exhibition development. 

•	 For example, Lima lacks an appropriate venue to develop new exhibitions, causing the market to be limited. 

•	 Some of the venues in Sao Paulo cannot provide very basic operational conditions like air conditioning and some are 
very out-dated and limited in space. 

•	 Bogota and Santiago have only one big venue each, perfect for the current and mid- term activity in those markets, but 
maybe too small for the long run. 

•	 In contrast, there is a surplus or even an excess in terms of infrastructure in the Mexican market, and many venues 
struggle with their competitors to fill their halls. 

•	 Another surprising factor is the heterogeneous nature of the exhibition activity in each country market 

•	 The big concentration of the exhibition activity in only 20 or 30 cities leaves room for plenty of business opportunities 
in very dynamic destinations that can be used for new launches or M&A. 

•	 The market is very segmented in terms of exhibition organizers (Colombia would be the exception) and that factors 
also into the choice of place and opportunity for coming M&As. 
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Challenges in terms of the 
exhibition industry

Although the Latin American exhibition industry has 
been evolving considerably in the last decade, and 
our region is enjoying a good momentum in terms 
of attracting international exhibition organizers, it is 
important to concentrate our efforts in facing our 
major challenges:

1. Statistics quality improvement: Latin America 
needs to present itself as a solid block with reliable 
information about the industry.

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OTHER TRENDS to have in mind when doing business in the region

In Latin America knowing the people is almost as important as knowing the 
financial condition of their companies, so that the largest deals can be made 
without legions of investment bankers and lawyers.

•	 Importance of emotions and feelings in the business context 

Networking is less formal: 

As Latin America is marked by emerging economies, all aspects of business 
life are a bit more casual and laid-back. As a good example, talks are less 
formal. Even in advanced negotiations, new topics may suddenly be disco-
vered. In some countries, the very first conversation may even be dedicated 
to more personal or general matters and less to specific business affairs. 
Negotiations may be a bit humorous but also emotional or verging on the 
intimate with touching and embracing. Exhibitors will later need to be pati-
ent when it comes to obtaining confirmation for agreements.

International stand construction

The Latin American stand construction sector meets international standards 
in terms of quality, design, creativity, materials and the use of technologies. 
Compared to other global regions, local exhibitors are less willing to spend. 

For this reason, the price level is rather moderate. 
Stand building competition tends to be rather fierce, 
especially in Brazil and Argentina.

At the international level, there are many countries and regions that have 
adopted cluster initiatives as a development model for their businesses 

Business and Event Tourism Cluster: 
A Platform for the 
Competitiveness of the Industry 

In the last 10 years, Bogota‘s economy has grown by 
an average of 4.8% annually and is one of the region‘s 
most attractive markets, with a GDP of 93 billion 
USD, which is greater than that of countries such as 
Costa Rica, Uruguay, El Salvador, Panama and Bolivia. 
The progress is undeniable – Bogota is the engine 
that drives the national economy, assembles more 
than 300,000 businesses, generates nearly a quarter 
of the nation‘s GDP (24%), is considered the fifth 
most attractive city for investing and locating busi-
nesses, is the sixth Latin American city for corporate

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and business environments. For example, the marked development of the 
Basque Country (Spain) relative to other regions of Spain is attributed to 
the momentum provided by clusters, which were part of its industrial policy 
in the ‚90s. Elsewhere, Connecticut and South Carolina (United States) – 
the former one of the country‘s wealthiest states and the latter one of the 
poorest – have also adopted these initiatives with a very positive effect on 
salaries, innovation, and entrepreneurship. 

In Bogota, Cluster Development Initiatives have been being developed  
under the leadership of the Bogota Chamber of Commerce for the past 
three years. The Business and Event Tourism Cluster Development Initiative 
was one of the first clusters pioneered by the BCC, in consideration of the 
fact that the city had become the primary international tourist destination 
in Colombia and one of the most attractive in Latin America. On average,  
Bogota has 17,000 four- or five-star hotel rooms available. In addition to 
event spaces in high-quality hotels and auditoriums in Bogota, the Corferias 
International Business and Exhibition Center offers a new 15,500-square-
meter, multifunctional pavilion, the region‘s largest open-air, columned  
structure.

This Business and Event Tourism Cluster Initiative is working to become 
recognized as a strategy that encourages competitiveness and innovation 
for carrying out fairs, conferences, conventions, exhibitions, and incentive 
trips. It uses networks to link entrepreneurs, public institutions, academia 
and communities in order to meet national and Latin American demand for 
sustainable and high-quality products and services.

It is comprised of busines-
ses committed to promo-
ting business tourism, such 
as hotels, fairgrounds, travel 
agencies, restaurants, air and 
land transportation providers, 
and professional conference 
and event organizers. It pro-
jects focus on: promoting and 
articulating actions related 
to promotion, connectivity 
and infrastructure aimed at 
improving the positioning of 
the city as the principal busi-
ness and event destination in 
Latin America; strengthening the cluster’s member 
businesses through specialized training programs, 
innovation workshops, business roundtables, and 
networking events; and driving digital innovation 
projects aimed at facilitating access to cultural and 
tourism points of interest.

One of the primary actions of the cluster was the 
conduct of a study titled „Momentos de verdad del 
Turismo” („Tourism Moments of Truth“), which  
identified the need to place greater emphasis on

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Another opportunity for improvement highlighted by „Momentos de 
Verdad del Turismo“ is customer service. Although this is one of the 
most highly-ranked areas in Bogota, it is also one of the most im-
portant factors when choosing a destination. The cluster divides its  
strategy into segments in order to strengthen specific areas. In the  
travel agency segment, this consists of market strategies focused on  
current tourist demands and digital tools for providing better service and 
maintaining competitiveness; in the hotel segment, this consists of an innova-
tion program that allows them to identify new services for providing unique 
experiences, and a bilingualism program for increasing the competitiveness 
of bellhops, waitresses and waiters. 

Regarding infrastructure, it was shown that travelers who arrive in  
Bogota cannot find accessible and complete tourist information that  
allows them to get around safely and independently. Therefore, the cluster 
along with two members, the San Diego International Center and the Calle 
72 Financial Center, will put into operation six digital information points 
with high-quality information on tourism, cultural and environmental tours, 
hotels, culinary options, and complementary services such as drugstores, 
shopping malls, and safe transportation options. 

The success and achievements made by the cluster initiative have been 
possible thanks to the continuous commitment of more than 250 figures 
that are committed and working under a shared vision. 

promoting Bogota as a busi-
ness tourism destination, since 
the strategy is currently more 
focused on vacation, culinary 
and cultural tourism, which, 
although important for the 
capital, does not provide re-
turns as high as those provi-
ded by event and convention 
tourism, which generates 594 
USD of income per visitor.

In order to improve in this 
area, the cluster is heading the 
design of a business and event 

tourism product, which offers travelers of this seg-
ment a range of complementary services that moti-
vate them to extend their stays, „buy“ the destination, 
and recommend the destination. This project is being 
carried out thanks to the joint efforts of Proexport, 
Corferias, Opain, Invest in Bogotá, the city‘s Board 
of Trade, the District Institute of Tourism (IDT), the 
National Association of Tourism and Travel Agencies  
(ANATO), and the Colombian Hotel and Tourism 
Association (COTELCO).

The 2013 top 10 country ranking by numbers of meetings is made up of 
the same countries as in 2012, although some countries changed in ranking. 
As in 2012, the U.S.A., Germany and Spain remain respectively 1st, 2nd and 
3rd. The gap between U.S.A. and Germany has become significantly smaller 
over the past 10 years. Most other countries grow at a slower pace than the 
U.S.A. and Germany; therefore these first 2 countries seem to be widening 
the gap with the other countries.

2013 top 10 cities: Paris new number one

Paris is the new number one city in 2013, followed by Madrid. Vienna, which 
has been the number one city in the ICCA rankings each year since 2005, is 
now 3rd. Barcelona climbs one place to 4th and Berlin moves from 3rd to 
5th place. Singapore remains 6th and London fell from a shared 6th place to 
7th. Istanbul climbs one place to 8th and Lisbon and Seoul, both newcomers 
in the top 10, share 9th place.

Europe continues to be the center of the  
meetings worldwide and it also gathers the  
majority of the companies organizing mee-
tings followed shortly by the United States and  
Canada. But the activities around the globe 
have been taking place far away from those 
continents. Right after the financial crisis in 
2008, Asia Pacific took place as the world’s  
economic referral but now the economy in  
those places has slow down putting on the 
spotlight other scenarios such as Africa and 
Latin America, this last one becoming a major 
actor for the sector.

The activity of the MICE industry in Latin America has grown tremendously 
over the past 10 years. From 638 meetings that were held in 2004, the 
region has peaked to 1.243 meetings in 2014, showing a 97.4% increased 
in a decade.  Also, the region has been profiting of the loss of share from 
other regions (i.e. Asia Pacific and Middle East) and turning that into new 
opportunities, larger venues and more conventions and congresses.

Among the cities that host major event activities in the region, we can single 
out Panama City and Bogota, who have largely increased their performance 
within the last ten years, in 545% and 587%, respectively. Moreover, both 
Buenos Aires and Rio de Janeiro still keep their leadership in the continent 
with 113 and 79, consecutively. Keeping the tradition but also showing how

Hotels have become the leaders in hosting events of this type, with a  
remarkable 64% of the market share; however, in terms of growth, university 
venues have doubled their involvement in hosting conventions. University 
venues have also become a new option for events and conventions orga-
nizers. On the other hand, traditional conference and exhibition centers 
have suffered a reduction on the events held showing a decrease from a 
noticeable 20% to a modest 14.65% in 2013; this is due to the shortening 
of meetings held in general.  

Colombia is the country with more cities in this  
ranking (Bogota 47, Cartagena 42, and Medellin 33, a 
total of 122 in 2013), enforcing the country’s image 
as an event host and reflecting a strong business  
culture followed by Brazil with two of its most infa-
mous cities Rio de Janeiro with 79 meetings and Sao 
Paulo with 70 meetings per year.

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This has undoubtedly influenced the destinations, now worried about  
refreshing their offer with more technology and innovation, but  
looking for efficiency and efficacy in the resources. It is this way that many  
important divisions of this industry have achieved true power through  
“cooperation”, since each entity or company by itself would find it almost 
impossible to answer to this market needs. This way we have slowly entered 
the world of “strategic partnerships”, and generally speaking, these big 
endeavors have become more common during this last decade. 

Certainly, many destinations - especially when it comes to visibility - have 
been aware of this issue. The process of opening that started taking place 
a few years ago has influenced our economies in a direct way: on the one 
side, by attracting investors which have found excellent opportunities in the 
meetings market; and on the other side, it has assessed the competitiveness 

Strategic Partnerships and  
Formal Networking between Destinations

Just as predicted, there is clearly a new scenario 
regarding the strategies that different destina-
tions have to make use of. There is a need to 
catch more visitors, professionals and business-
men, since we are part of the networking and 
competitiveness era; networks born due to the 
fast changes at an international level, specifically 
attributable to factors such as globalization. 

In the Meetings Industry, the fast transformation of 
the markets has been the result of a great demand 
by the consumers: to obtain products and services of 
higher quality, and within lesser timeframes.

of the companies and organizations at the destinations, starting a race to 
become efficient and internationally qualified.  

This question has awakened in different sectors, among which we can men-
tion businessmen, governments, unions, and promotion entities: the interest 
in group work. It is in the cooperation with other entities that they foresee 
the key to face these problems and become stronger.

It is here where cooperation makes use of strategic partnership as a  
management technique, and for the implementation of the goal. And it is 
why, in this document, I attempt a close-up to the term partnership, to illus-
trate its feasibility in our industry - particularly in the destinations - through 
the revision of some experiences, and prove why we should take advantage 
of this tool to attain better levels of competitiveness. 

Now, is it clear what “Strategic Partnerships” means? A very witty friend 
would say they are two words. And it is true, they are two words. What do 
they mean?

Partnership: It could be defined as the joining together of people, entities 
or countries, through which there is a commitment to help or support 
each other to accomplish a definite goal, with similar benefits for each of 
the parts. 

Strategy: It is an action plan that defines the way in which an organization 
will use its tangible and intangible resources to achieve a better competitive 
advantage in its own business setting.

This being understood, we can express that strategic 
partnerships are, nowadays, a modality used by more 
and more entities of any type, to share resources 
well-developed and abundant in one or some, and 
limited in another or other. This applies not only to 
the financial and human resources, but also to the 
commercial, technical, technological, funding, credibi-
lity, and prestige areas. 

This is also known as “agreement”: this implies 
and understanding among the parts. That is to say, 
it could be bilateral or multilateral according to the 
intervening parts. 

The significance of these agreements or strategic 
partnerships is that they are “formal” in nature, 
because it should be clear that there are common 
goals, usually in the long term, and for this rea-
son they are strategic. This way, each organization  
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The concept of networking is essentially an attribute of cooperative  
human behavior which has changed, taking varied forms, and nowadays it 
has reached an unthinkable and unique expression. This constitutes a break 
in its historical expression. We can identify two basic manifestations of the 
networking concept as a break. One, with reference to its physical shape, 
and here we can consider a fishing net that can catch fish thanks to its  
weaving, roads networks, sewage systems, street lighting, railway networks, 
supermarket chains as well as telephone lines and telecommunications 
which today make Internet possible, together with all its potential trans-
formations.

The other manifestation of the networking concept refers to the human 
interactions that imply cooperation: we can contemplate those used by 
the primitive man, to solidarity, environment, spying, academic, and even 
scientific cooperation networks. A new phenomenon in this scenario is the 
coming together of the boundaries, physical networks and knowledge pro-
ducing a transformation in the ways in which knowledge is formed.

preserves its identity based on mutual needs, shared 
risk and commitment. 

And what if this formal strategic partnership works 
as a “network”? The concept of networking, under 
the principle of cooperation, is as old as humankind, 
although there is a novel contemporaneous feature. 
The human being in its origin could not have faced 
the harshness of a hostile environment without a 
sense of collaboration, which would enable him in 
his primeval groups to satisfy its impulses: hunting a 
nimals which were stronger, faster and bigger, finding 
room for shelter, the instinctive need for coupling, 
for sexual reproduction, the enlarging of territorial  
domains, its nomadic nature.

Perhaps the roots of the networking concept  
appear in the gregariousness of the human being, 
who lived in the paradox of survival and competi-
tion for survival. It is very hard to understand the 
contemporary existence of humankind, if one cannot  
understand the existence of forms of partnership and 
competition. Partnership and competition will be, in 
the history of humankind, two central concepts that  
accompany its organizational structures, and in the 
centre there is a search for power that travels all 
through and to modern times. 
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Partnerships between destinations

So far I have been developing concepts that could be applied to any kind 
of partnership. With reference to touristic destinations in general, and  
destinations specially identified with “meetings” in particular, the issue is if 
one can imagine a partnership scenario where destinations, no matter their 
geographical location, naturally “compete” to get, maintain, or build loyalty 
with the markets in its diverse segments.  

This true and strong option has its foundations in the existence of two 
propelling forces, very clear and evident: the growth of technology and the 
internationalization of the markets. This integration has been favored by the 
huge advances in computing, communication and transportation technolo-
gies. It is clear that the world is becoming, thanks to those factors, a single 
marketplace in which the competitiveness is more intense every day, there-
by raising the standards for competitive success.

Even if the first initiative when joining a partnership is to capture the market 
through the addition of resources and joint action, the ideal thing in a part-
nership among destinations is to visualize their capacities as complementary, 
because in that way they will contribute to create unique opportunities to 
develop those capacities. On the other hand, it is becoming increasingly 
noticeable that those destinations which are focused on their main capa-
cities achieve better outcomes than those which attempt to include it all.

Partnerships among destinations can secure  
products or services in many ways. In order to 
find the opportunities, it is necessary to ask what 
combinations of capacities - one’s own and the 
others’- could best satisfy the market needs. It is this 
cooperative attitude that places this destination in 
an advantageous position in comparison to its com-
petitors, that still believe they can do everything on 
their own. 

The aim of partnerships among destinations 
(two or more) should be associated likewise with 
the need to cut down times in a global market,  
where the key of competitiveness is -precisely- speed.  

As critical goals for this process, for a destination, I 
will consider the following:

•� To ensure the growth and constant development 
of the organization and investment. 

•� Presence in new markets and/or segments.
•� Diversification of markets and products.
•� Reduction of costs and expenses.
•� Capitalization of other touristic products 
  generated in the communication process.
•� Acquisition and/or belonging to strategic 
  technology.
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Idea, process, work and results in pursuit of a partnership between 
destinations.

In this era of networking and competitiveness, the safe road for the 
growth and development of destinations is through strategic allian-
ces. Given so many and so innovative changes, one could see that no  
destination - or business - would have sustained growth solely on its own 
basic operation, and therefore it would need to form alliances to do so. 

That was the original, primary idea that came up when a numerous group 
of people, almost two hundred members of the 29 Convention and  
Visitors Bureaus in Latin America, started thinking about a work association 
for internal training, visibility and offer of the regional block - of course, 
at that time, without any knowledge on how to perform it. It is worth  
mentioning how different we were from one another, due to our latitu-
des and origins and also lifestyles, but also similar in the language - even 
Brazilians and their renowned portuñol (combination of Spanish with  
Portuguese). All the members appeared to be full of enthusiasm and willing 
to improve standards, doing it with a permanent pride in their individual 
countries, but also a strong sense of Latin American block.

The first step was when they organized themselves into the Primer  
Encuentro Latinoamericano de Convention and Visitors Bureaus (First Latin 
American Meeting of Convention and Visitors Bureaus) in September 2008 
in the city of Rosario, Argentina, where they started this path of concerns, 
interchange, suggestions and learning that led them, year after year, to each 
of the following meetings in 2009 in Belo Horizonte (Brazil), 2010 Asuncion 

•� Neutralization of competitors.
•� Approach to key clients. 
•� Entering local, regional, national and international 	
 markets.

•� Focusing on key capacities.

The end goal of partnerships among destinations, 
to sum up, should be to achieve better competitive- 
ness through the strengthening of the parts. What is  
aimed to is to attain a bigger and better use of  
technology, more efficiency in the communica-
tion channels and visibility, and optimization of the  
resources. This way it is clear that there is a straight 
benefit for the market which finds an interesting  
and reliable opportunity in the information provi-
ded by this alliance and in the direct and indirect  
economic impact that the implicated destination(s) 
will obtain.
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(Paraguay), 2011 Salta (argentina), and to the need to group formally in 
what is nowadays the Asociación Latinoamericana de CVBs (Latin American 
CVBs Association), materialized in the city of Bogota (Colombia) during the 
Fifth Meeting, in November 2012.

And there were many reasons to do so. But above all, one of them, which 
undoubtedly is born the same moment each CVB is formed at each 
destination, has as seminal idea along the lines of “we all work for our  
destinations”. And our job is not only to get more meetings, it is also to 
open our entities and goals to the cities we are a part of; to make them 
aware of the fact that the meetings industry is a true success, that at the 
same time brings training of human resources, and that has an added value 
in the economic and social impact that it produces, providing unlimited ways 
to re-create oneself to be out in the market and grow.

Also, this has to do with competitiveness. But we need to be aware: to 
compete, one needs to commit to be ethical, authentic, professional, and in-
stitutionally conscious of the fact that we represent our destinations entirely 
and not a part of them. 

The competitiveness we are now turning into “coopetitiveness” - in its  
accurate meaning of “cooperative competitiveness”.

This is why we need a partnership, because we live this every day, because 
communications nowadays allow us to be more dynamic and versatile 
in a market where speed, response capacity, and a permanent proactive  
attitude are universal and well-known. And to agree on a partnership means 

working with serious, sustainable plans so that we 
grow not only as key tools at our destinations, but 
also to be identified as Latin America, one of the 
regions in this world with better development and 
attraction within the industry. 

Several CVBs have already associated to our 
joint mission, many are asking, others still do not  
understand why we encourage this partnership. But 
the founders of this alliance had the vision to think 
of a project that will make people talk. “All Latin  
American destinations represented by the CVBs 
will be members without paying for the customary  
regular fees”. Same as in soccer, nobody needs to 
pay a fee to be fan of a club. Of course, if one wants 
to go to the stadium and see the matches and  
maybe even sit in a comfortable chair or make use 
of that club’s facilities, one should pay something. But 
in that case - and here we go back to the destina-
tions - if one desires to participate in a single or all 
the planned activities, they should be paying for it 
through private sponsors’ funding.

There are no more secrets: more than 200 Latin 
American destinations joined together in a fantas-
tic web portal soon to be presented will allow the 
global market to access centralized tools for online 
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We are still working, the formal beginning is new. The path ahead of us is the 
one that the members of this alliance want to imagine. Many singular stories 
will continue to join in, but everything will be inspired in the philosophy of 
cooperation through the association of mutual benefits.  

To sum up, I can assure that there are a number of reasons for the creation 
of partnerships between destinations but I summarize them in one: coope-
ration reduces risks and costs, maximizes the available resources and opens 
markets. Therefore, it is a key to success for those who go for it.

budgeting, meetings calendar and even an annual vir-
tual fair, just to name a few details. 

What is important is to be true and rational allies. It 
is well known that associations usually evidence the 
complexity arising from the sharing of many different 
points, mainly knowledge, administrative authority, 
social links and organizational cultures. 

One of the barriers when trying to put a partnership 
into action is given due to the lack of knowledge: 
being unable to measure all the advantages that it 
brings to be able to access new markets and have 
continuous growth. This is why we should work on 
internal communication: to increasingly get more in-
volvement.

Today, the process of building this partnership is 
consolidating with a given methodology, a goal. This 
process is escorted by undisputed leaders of the 
global industry that work disinterestedly so that we, 
together, can give a real “push” to this region.

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discussions, which are moderated by AUMA, with representatives from the 
BMWi. The associations evaluate trade fair priorities for their relevant indus-
tries in trade fair working groups and other boards and apply according to 
this pre-selection for the German Pavilions directly at AUMA. AUMA then 
examines these applications according to specialist trade fair criteria. Here, 
questions concerning the definition of valid event types (congresses, roads-
hows and garden shows for example are not valid), international trade fair 
relevance (export-related) and avoidance of overlapping topics with trade 
fairs that have already been applied for or that are already admitted to the 
programme are at the forefront. As a result, the programme is particularly 
demand-oriented.

This demand-oriented approach provides the opportunity to impact the 
global trade fair industry positively, by setting priorities within the foreign 
trade fair programme. German Pavilions enhance the image of trade fairs 
abroad, which leads to a concentration on crucial trade fairs, thereby pro-
moting more straightforward event calendars. In this respect, the foreign 
trade fair programme concentrates on the most important industry exhibi-
tions in a country or region.

German Pavilions Support 
the Export to Latin America

The Association of the German Trade 
Fair Industry (AUMA) is in charge of 
preparing Germany‘s foreign trade fair 
programme in close cooperation with 
the Federal Ministry for Economic Affairs 
and Energy (BMWi). The programme fa-
cilitates cost-effective fair participations, 
particularly for small and medium-sized 
companies by organising joint partici-
pations abroad (German Pavilions). As 

part of the national export promotion of Germany, 
the trade fair programme with an annual budget of 
around 42 million euros supports about 6,000–7,000 
predominantly medium-sized companies at approxi-
mately 240 trade fairs abroad each year.

Trade fairs for the programme are selected based 
on proposals made by 40 to 50 German export-
oriented associations. They meet regularly for

Depending on the country, the infrastructure in Latin America still partially 
requires major investments. This is both a curse and a blessing for German 
companies. On the one hand, their innovative products with high quality 
“made in Germany” are in demand when it comes to improving the inf-
rastructure. On the other hand, the oftentimes poor infrastructure slows 
down an efficient and straightforward market penetration as well as com-
prehensive trade between the individual countries in Latin America. This is 
going to change within the coming years. Consequently, German companies 
can expect profitable business opportunities. Until 2021 Brazil, Colombia, 
Peru and Chile, for example, will require investments in their infrastructures 
of around 500 billion US dollars in order to cope with the challenges faced 
in the energy and water supply as well as transportation, telecommunication 
and health care sector.

1,600 German companies, among them many small and medium-sized 
companies, have already settled in Brazil alone. In addition, a well-established 
network of the German industry can be found in Mexico which is mainly 
due to the duty-free access to the US market.

Overall, German Pavilions at 
exhibitions in Latin America 
are on the increase. While in 
2010 12 of the events in the 
programme were organised 
in Latin America, this number 
increased to 18 Pavilions in 2013 and after a small 
decrease to 13 events in 2014 it will increase again 
to a total number of 18 Pavilions in Bolivia, Brazil, 
Chile, Cuba, Mexico and Peru in 2015. A highlight 
of the programme in 2016 will be the special event 
“German High Tech in Metal Working” which will 
take place parallel to the “EXPOMAQ – Innovaci-
ón en Maquinaria” in León, Mexico. By raising ex-
tra attention and offering a professional symposium, 
this exhibition will provide German companies with 
added value and a unique platform to establish and 
deepen business relationships across the region. 
Therefore, more German companies are expected 
to take part in this joint participation.

Hospitalar Sao Paulo, Brazil
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Within the region of La-
tin America it is above all  
Brazil that is attracting  
German companies with busi-
ness opportunities. Of the 18  
planned events in the foreign 
trade fair programme in Latin 
America for 2015, nine par-
ticipations will take place in  
Brazil. A similar number of 
trade fair participations is  
expected for 2016. 

Nevertheless, the tariff and 
non-tariff barriers to the Brazilian market, for ex-
ample, prove to be difficult requirements for com-
panies that do not intend to produce locally. These 
market entry barriers also affect participations of  
German companies in trade fairs in Brazil. After 11 
joint participations of the BMWi in Brazil in 2012, four 
of the 15 joint participations included in the foreign 
trade fair programme in 2013 had to be canceled 
because of an insufficient number of participants.  
Consequently, after 2012, again only 11 participations 
were realized in 2013. Moreover, for 2014 only 5 
German Pavilions are planned at exhibitions in Brazil.  

However, for the coming years the German industry assesses the business 
opportunities again more positively,

In addition to the financial component, the support for SMEs within the 
trade fair programme is based on technical and organisational assistance 
by German trade fair companies and specialised agencies. This redu-
ces a company’s time needed to organise its’ presentation at a trade fair.  
Furthermore, the umbrella brand „made in Germany“, which is used for all  
German Pavilions in order to achieve a coherent appearance, helps to impro-
ve a company‘s image and recognition abroad because it is associated with  
competence and high quality. This factor is especially effective in emerging 
and distant markets like Latin America. Moreover, the usage of this sign 
of quality not only ensures that the right message is promoted but also 
attracts additional visitors to German Pavilions. Besides, for the Latin Ame-
rican market interpreters are often recruited to help German exhibitors in 
their business conversations on site.

In order to promote the export of technology in the renewable  
energy/energy efficiency sector, the BMWi has furthermore been helping 
companies participate in trade fairs in this sector since 2003. AUMA has 
contributed towards choosing trade fairs for this programme since 2007. 
With this programme companies from the respective sector are given the  
opportunity to present themselves, for example, at the “Intersolar South 
America” in Brazil, “The Green Expo” in Mexico or the “BIEL Light + Buil-
ding” in Argentina.

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Besides, the Federal Ministry of Food and Agriculture (BMEL) supports 
German companies which are from the agricultural sector and food  
industry and want to exhibit German products abroad. The BMEL has an 
annual budget of more than 5 million euros available for approximately 25 
participations each year. The AUMA is also a joint organiser at this trade fair 
programme and supports the Ministry in implementing the various parti-
cipations. The BMEL determines the programme in cooperation with the  
specialist associations of this industry. This process is coordinated by AUMA. 
In Latin America, for example, the BMEL offers companies the participation 
at the “APAS – International Exhibition for Supermarkets” in Sao Paulo, 
Brazil.

Moreover, trade fair activities abroad that are supported by the 16  
German Federal States are coordinated in a special committee compri-
sing the Federal Government, the Federal States, and AUMA together with 
the BDI – Federation of German Industries. Here AUMA represents the  
common interests of the industry associations contributing towards the  
Federal Government‘s foreign trade fair programme. The states’  
programmes are exclusively restricted to small and medium-sized compa-
nies that come from the respective Federal State offering trade fair partici-
pations. The main emphasis of the activities by the Federal States is on the 
European market. However, six Federal States plan to take part in a total 
of 11 trade fairs in Latin America in 2014 and two Federal States already 
have plans to participate at eight exhibitions in the Latin American region 
in 2015. Among others these participations take place at the “Meditec” and 
the “GEOMATICA ANDINA” in Colombia.

Considering the high growth potential of Latin  
American markets and bearing in mind existing 
market access restrictions which affect SMEs in  
particular it is essential to continue the foreign trade 
fair programme. The demand oriented approach of 
the programme ensures that opportunities can be 
used by facilitating the marketing tool of trade fairs.  
It provides companies the platform to establish  
lasting business relationships also in challenging and 
distant markets like Latin America.

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emerging. Accordingly, technical facilities and the accessibility to individual 
exhibition venues vary across Latin America - often even within a country.

In principle, participants to Latin American trade fairs should be aware of 
the local business culture. Small talk, for example, is essential and serves the 
establishment of lasting business relationships. In addition, pragmatism and a      
tic approach when dealing with difficulties can be beneficial. In comparison 
to international standards some exhibitions in Latin America still lack the 
necessary size to be considered international. However, highly specialized 
trade fairs, for example, can be good and important, yet small. 

Moreover, exhibitors and interested visitors should be aware that it is 
not yet common practice in Latin America to verify trade fair numbers.  
Nevertheless, the quality of a trade fair is not solely defined by statistics. 
Instead easy accessibility to the venue and the importance of the trade fair 
compared to other events in the region are reliable criteria when choosing 
to participate in a trade fair. In addition, selecting the right products for the 
market as well as actively pursuing established business contacts after an 
exhibition is essential for turning a participation in a trade fair into a success.

The Latin American trade fair market is  
diverse and the exhibition industry, like 
the economic situation, is developed  
differently across the continent. Success-
ful investments into the exhibition mar-
ket tend to follow the economic growth 
of a country. 

However, a lack of exhibition space 
can also hamper the development 
of an economy. Brazil, Argentina,  
Mexico and Colombia already have 
an established exhibition market.  

According to AFIDA, around 73 % of all trade 
fairs in Latin America took place in the aforemen-
tioned countries in 2013-2014. Chile, Ecuador and 
Peru are further developing their trade fairs and  
investing in respective infrastructure while the  
exhibition markets of Uruguay, Paraguay, Bolivia,  
Venezuela and Central America are said to be

In order to em-
phasize the top quality of German foreign trade fairs, AUMA has developed 
the label “German Trade Fair Quality Abroad (GTQ)” in accordance with its 
members involved in trade fair activities abroad. To obtain the GTQ-label 
German organizers have to own the basic concept of the trade fair, manage 
the concept realisation, draw up the budget and control the international 
marketing. In addition the organizers publish rented space, exhibitor and 
visitor numbers.

In 2014, a total of 21 AUMA members present their shows in 33 countries. 
The focus of the German trade fair activities abroad is on China, Russia, 
India, USA, and Turkey. Two thirds of the total 303 trade fairs of German 
organizers are held there. In 2013, 21 trade fairs were organized in Latin 
America and in 2014 16 trade fairs are planned in Argentina, Brazil and 

Mexico respectively. A list of 
German foreign trade fairs is 
listed on page 164. 
In the following, readers can 
find an overview on the GTQ 
trade fairs in Latin America.

Brazil 

Brazil, being one of the biggest markets in Latin 
America, also has one of the most developed ex-
hibition markets in the region. Trade fairs take place 
throughout the country and have diversified since 
the 1980s. Statistics provided by UBRAFE, the Bra-
zilian Association of Trade Fairs Organizers, list 201 
trade fairs of their 42 members for 2013. In addition, 
UBRAFE expected 54,000 exhibitor and around 5.5 
million visitors for 2013. This, together with expected 
rented space of 3.5 million m², represents a huge 
increase compared to 2010. 

MERCOPAR, Caxias do Sul, Brazil
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Given the economic growth 
potential of the Brazilian 
market both German exhibi-
tors as well as German trade 
fair organizers recognize the 
importance of the Brazili-
an market to the exhibition  
industry in Latin America. 
Consequently, six German 
trade fair organisers are  
operating in the Brazilian mar-
ket. 

The NuernbergMesse Brasil 
Ltda., a subsidiary of the NürnbergMesse GmbH, is 
very active in Brazil. Trade fairs organized by Nuern-
bergMesse Brasil Ltda. focus on cosmetics, pharmacy, 
glass technology as well as laboratory technologies. 
Owing to the fact that São Paulo is the main location 
for exhibitions in Brazil, NuernbergMesse Brasil Ltda. 
organizes all of its trade fairs there.

The company plans to organize five exhibitions 
in 2015, among others its annual exhibitions “FCE 
PHARMA” and “FCE COSMETIQUE”. In addition, 
NuernbergMesse Brasil Ltda. already announced the 
“Glass South America – Trade Show of Glass Tech-

nology and Design in Latin America” for 2016. Furthermore, it organizes the 
specialist trade fair “BIOFACH América Latina” presenting organic food and 
beverages and the “ANALÍTICA Latin America” showcasing biotechnology 
and laboratory technology. Besides their annual trade fair for domestic ani-
mals and veterinary medicine “Pet South America” is very successful.

Another German trade fair organizer present in Brazil is the Deutsche  
Messe AG through its local subsidiary Hannover Fairs Sulamérica Ltda.  
Unlike other organizers, Hannover Fairs Sulamérica Ltda. does not  
concentrate its operations in São Paulo but tends to offer trade fairs 
mainly in other cities across Brazil. The only exception to this is the “MDA  
SOUTH AMERICA” which takes place in São Paulo every two years parallel 
with the “CeMAT SOUTH AMERICA”. Both events combine the topics 
automation, drive technology and logistics.

Besides, the trade fair “BITS Business IT SOUTH AMERICA - a CeBIT 
Event”, established in 2011 attracts exhibitors and visitors from across the 
region. Additionally, the “RENEX SOUTH AMERICA” showcases renewable 
energies and the “MERCOPAR”, established in 1992, focuses on subcon-
tracting and industrial integration. In 2015 Hannover Fairs Sulamérica Ltda. 
additionally plans to organise the “Industrial Supply SOUTH AMERICA” for 
the first time. 

Messe Düsseldorf GmbH organizes the “TUBOTECH - International Trade 
Fair for Tubes, Fittings and Components” parallel to the “wire South Ame-
rica – The International Wire and Cable Fair” every two years in São Paulo. 
The “Intersolar South America” is presented in São Paulo by the Freiburg 

ANALÍTICA Latin America ,Sao Paulo, Brazil
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Management & Marketing International GmbH. Furthermore, the Messe 
Essen GmbH organizes the “Brazil Welding Show” biannually since 2011. 
Meanwhile, Koelnmesse GmbH is new to the Brazilian market and orga-
nized the “International FoodTec Brasil” in Curitiba for the first time in 2014.

Argentina

At this moment, Indexport Messe Frankfurt S.A., a subsidiary of Messe 
Frankfurt Exhibition GmbH is the only German trade fair organizer present 
in Argentina. All of their trade fairs are held biannually in the capital Buenos 
Aires. In total, Indexport Messe Frankfurt S.A. offers six GTQ-labeled trade 
fairs in Argentina. 

The “Automechanika Buenos Aires” is their biggest event in the country and 
takes place in the same years as the “Intersec Buenos Aires” – a trade fair 
for commercial and information security, fire protection and safety and the 
“TECNO FIDTA” - international food technology, additives and ingredients 
trade fair. Following the events in 2014, these exhibitions are scheduled 
next for 2016.

The other three events “BIEL Light + Building Buenos Aires” – presenting 
electrical engineering, electrical energy generation and lighting equipment, 
the “ExpoFerretera” – for hardware, plumbing parts, paint and the construc-
tion material trade and the “Seguriexpo Buenos Aires” for commercial and 
information security will take place in 2015.

Mexico

Likewise, Messe Frankfurt Exhibition is the only  
German trade fair organizer offering a GTQ-labeled 
trade fair in Mexico. The “PAACE Automechanika 
Mexico City” is presented on an annual basis and 
draws exhibitors and visitors not only from across 
Latin America.

Overall the often still untapped potential of the  
exhibition industry in Latin America provides growth 
potential for German trade fair organizers. Never-
theless, local competent partners are a prerequisite 
for successful activities in the region. Furthermore, 
investments into existing venues and the construc-
tion of new venues will facilitate the organization of 
high-quality trade fairs in the future.
